What is a Group Medical Visit?

In a Group Medical Visit you receive an appointment to see your health care provider together with other individuals who also have the same concerns as you do (i.e. high blood pressure, diabetes, etc.).
You will spend about one hour in the group with your health care provider discussing your condition and any other pertinent health concerns that you may have.

You may also get to speak to a nutritionist, behavioral health provider, or health educator in addition to hearing and learning from other participants in your group.

If you need to, you may still get to see your health care provider after the group session.

Individuals who participate in Group Medical Visits tend to have better improvements in their health status.

You may get to see your health care provider earlier with a Group Medical Visit if you do not wish to wait for the next available appointment.
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
